Meeting of the City Council

June 9th, 2008
Regular Meeting
The regular meeting of the Frazee City Council was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Ludtke.  Council members present were Miosek, Ouart, Trieglaff, and Dermody.

Off site visit to Feldt Trailer Parks to look at storm shelters
First order of business was the off site visit to the two Mobile Home Parks within the city limits owned by LeRoy Feldt, of Feldt Rentals.  In attendance of that inspection was Council members Miosek, Ouart, Trieglaff, and  Mayor Ludtke, Public Works Superintendent Stephenson, Police Chief Lorsung, Deputy Clerk Estenson.  Both the Main Street Trailer Court and Town Lake Trailer Court received a new Storm shelter as a result of the State of Minnesota Statute #327.20 subdivision 1(7).  The shelter on Main street was noted that a bolt protruded from the door frame and Town Lake was still requiring a finishing of landscaping to allow for handicap accessibility.  Also on both needed to have under ground electric.  City Ordinance requires all state and local mandates be met to allow rental of these properties.  Council had required Feldt to submit to inspection for them to allow rental of the trailers within each park.
MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Dermody, to approve the consent agenda items as follows:

· Approve the minutes from the May 12th, 2008 meeting.  
· Approve the liquor/tobacco licenses for the following establishments:

· All in All

· Frazee Family Foods

· VFW Post 7702

· Approve the City claims for payment.
· Approve the Liquor Store claims for payment.

All present in favor, motion carried.
Ken Miosek, Frazee Rescue Squad, reported the total number of calls for the month of April was 17 with total call hours of 102.  There were 48 hours of training with 29 members on the Rescue Squad to date.  Total Man/Training/Community Hours year to date was 720.  Miosek reported a successful pancake feed, Sunday the 7th of June with 550 people in attendance. 
Paul Thon, Frazee Fire Department reported 4 calls with 2 grass fires.  There were 3 training events, one of which was a practice burn of a home on Cherry Ave.  
Larry Stephenson, Public Works Superintendent, reported  5,936,000 gallons were pumped.  Two small leaks were found and repaired to hopefully decrease the amount of water pumped.  Test bottles were distributed for overnight sampling of water of copper and lead.  Council discussed the need to clean the outside of the Water Town before Turkey if possible.  Stephenson will make the appointment. Discussion with Joe Stenger, who gave a quote for dust control on the ball park road.  He would blade the road, pack it then spray.  Cost would be .55 a running foot with a 20 foot width.
MOTION by Miosek, seconded by Dermody to have the gravel road treated.  All present in favor, motion carried.

Mike Lorsung, Chief of Police, stated completion of the synopsis of the survey that was distributed with the May utility billing. Clean up letters were sent out with only one citizen in attendance to discuss that letter.  She requested the officers request her ex-husband to pick up his belongings to make her property compliant.  Smith, Liquor Store manager, stated that the community club would redo the signs by Turkey Day.  Oath of office was given to Officer Tyler Trieglaff by Mayor Ludtke.  Trieglaff has been hired to be the new full time officer in the city.  
Jonathan Smith, Frazee Liquor Store Manager, reported on the financials for the 4 entities.  Ronald McDonald run is scheduled for Saturday, June14th.  Expected riders of up to 1500 will be fed at the Event Center.
MOTION by Dermody, seconded by Trieglaff for approval a step increase for Smith after his job evaluation by the personnel committee.  Increase will be from 16.11 to 16.75 per hour.
Old Business
Lorsung stated the compliance of the Feldt to complete the shelters at the trailer parks as expected.  
MOTION by Trieglaff, seconded by Miosek to approve construction and compliance of expectations of Leroy Feldt, Feldts Rentals for the two storm shelters. All present in favor, motion carried.

New Business
Discussion of council regarding the demise of the Swift Task Force.  The mission of the commission was to see completion of the tear down of the swift plant and to see the removal and return of property to a buildable space.  That mission has been accomplished and now the city is looking forward to a new organization that would be responsible for redevelopment of that area.
MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Trieglaff to approve the first reading of the new sub-division ordinance number 139.  Ordinance establishes regulations for the subdivision and platting of land within the city of Frazee.
Council member reports

Dermody discussed the blight an nuisance sights in town.

Councilman Trieglaff was absent from the Planning Commission meeting.  Minutes were including in council packets. 
Dermody, Sesquicentennial Committee, reported Blue Grass Concert went well. 125 people were in attendance.  Thank you to the Lions for payment of the band.  Donations of an extra $400.00 could be earmarked for more upcoming events.  Suggestion was to do a corn feed in the fall.
MOTION by Miosek, second by Dermody to accept the resignation of City Administrator Kenneth Bucholz.  
MOTION by Dermody, seconded by Trieglaff to hire for the position of Clerk/Treasurer and to start investigation of that option.  Special meeting to be held Monday, June 16th at the Fire Hall for consideration of that position. 

Miosek reported for the EDA.  Reported on the negotiation of the purchase of the Potter house on Main Ave E.
Having no further business, meeting was adjourned.
