Meeting of the City Council

July 14th, 2008
Regular Meeting

The regular meeting of the Frazee City Council was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Ludtke.  Council members present were Miosek, Ouart, Trieglaff, and Dermody.

Open Forum

Colleen Hoffman of Hoffman, Dale, and Swenson presented the 2006 audit.  She discussed the switch from cash basis to accrual basis.  She stated that the audit was submitted on time and looked very good.  She had few recommendations for the future and reiterated the importance of following the policies that are in place.  Hoffman complimented the City Staff on a great job.  She stated that there is some streamlining that needs to be done, and the City should consider looking at new accounting software.
Rita Stelzer and Bonnie Julius updated the Council on which streets they would like to close off for Turkey Days.  There are minimal changes from years previous.

Mayor Ludtke presented one potential route around/through the City for the Heartland Trail Extension.  The potential trail would run down by the schools to possibly incorporate the Safe Route to School Program.  Ludtke asked the Community for their support and ideas.  

MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Dermody, to approve the consent agenda items as follows:

· Approve the minutes from the June 9th, 2008 meeting.  
· Approve the City claims for payment.
· Approve the Liquor Store claims for payment.

· Approve Liquor Permits for:

· VFW, Turkey Days

· Lions, Turkey Days

· Lions, Aug. 8th CornFeed

All present in favor, motion carried.
Ken Miosek, Frazee Rescue Squad, reported the total number of calls for the month of June was10 with total call hours of 35.  There were 133 total community hours.  Total Man/Training/Community Hours year to date was 888. 
Scott Gieselhart, Frazee Fire Department reported 7 calls with a lost child call and a reported car in the lake.  Gieselhart noted that they will be helping out with Turkey Days and the Lions events.  He noted that the Fire Dept. needed a new copier/printer/fax machine and a new computer.  Smith noted that they would be able to buy the copier/printer/fax but would have to wait on the computer until he could look at the budget more closely.
MOTION by Miosek, seconded by Dermody, to approve $700 + tax for a new printer/copier/fax.  All present in favor, motion carried.

Larry Stephenson, Public Works Superintendent, reported 6,084,000 gallons were pumped.  There was a leak found on 5th and Cherry Ave. that lost approximately 60-100 gallons but was fixed within an hour. There was 4.93 inches of rain in June.  The copper and lead tests were distributed and everything looked really good.
Mike Lorsung, Chief of Police, stated there were 318 calls for the month of June, bringing the year to date to 1916 calls. The Police Dept. acquired 5 radios for $75 each for Turkey Days. Lorsung stated that the Republican National Convention is going to be in St. Paul the first part of September and it would be a good thing to be able to send an officer.
MOTION by Dermody, seconded by Trieglaff, to approve sending an off-duty officer to the Republican National Convention.  All present in favor, motion carried.
Jonathan Smith, Frazee Liquor Store Manager, reported on the financials for the 4 entities.  He stated the new tills arrived today and there is a little more work than anticipated to get them up and running.
Nicole Courneya, Summer Rec., reported there are 200 participants, 13 coaches, 2 maintenance workers, and about a half dozen volunteer coaches in this summer’s program.  She also stated the 13yr. old Babe Ruth team is headed to the state tournament and will be doing a fundraiser to cover some of the cost.

Old Business

MOTION by Miosek, seconded by Trieglaff, to approve the 2nd reading of the Subdivision Ordinance.  All present in favor, motion carried.
MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Dermody, to approve the Street Closures for Turkey Days.  All present in favor, motion carried.
MOTION by Miosek, seconded by Trieglaff, to approve the 2006 Audit as presented.  All present in favor, motion carried.

Cedar, Maple, and Swift Progress Report: Smith noted that Cedar and Maple Avenues are coming along as planned and should be finished up before Turkey Days.  The Swift site is underway with the redevelopment, with work already started on River Drive South.  The RAP has been submitted to the MPCA with an August 1 deadline so there is no delay in the contractor’s progress of the upper portion of the project.
New Business
MOTION by Miosek, seconded by Dermody, to approve Resolution No. 0714-08A for Bruce Anderson PERA Withholding.  All present in favor, motion carried.
Bonnie Julius informed that the Link Site is above standard numbers and has a very good following. 

MOTION by Dermody, seconded by Ouart, to approve the contract renewal with a $25 a month increase for the Link Site.

MOTION by Trieglaff, seconded by Miosek, to approve Resolution No. 0714-08B for the acceptance of the Firework donations. All present in favor, motion carried.
Jason Kropuenski of Jon & Son’s Disposal was present to offer the City an extension of the existing contract for the next three years at the same rate.  Law allows for a contract to be extended without going to bid if it is 6 months before the expiration date.  The City is pleased with their service.

MOTION by Trieglaff, seconded by Dermody, to approve the 3 year extension of Jon and Son’s Disposal for the City’s garbage disposal. All present in favor, motion carried.
Council member reports

Public Safety Committee- MOTION by Trieglaff, seconded by Ouart, to abate a VW, air conditioner, car axle, and all other miscellaneous scrap in front of the garage at 600 S. Lake St. on July 22, 2008, if it hasn’t been cleaned up.  All present in favor, motion carried.
MOTION by Trieglaff, seconded by Miosek, to abate a blue Chevy truck, boat, misc. stuff around shed, immobile trailer, all weeds and tall grass, rafters on trailer, and all inoperable vehicles at 507 Ash Ave. W. on July 22, 2008, if it is not cleaned up. All present in favor, motion carried.
Personnel Committee-Oath of Office was given to City Clerk/Treasurer Jonathan Smith.

Mayer Ludtke reported that Tyler Trieglaff has inquired about a family oriented tubing business starting at his parent’s farm and ending at Riverside Park.  Trieglaff was present and informed the council this is the beginning stages and he still needs to talk to other entities.  MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Trieglaff, to grant Trieglaff support on his business venture.  All present in favor, motion carried.
Next meeting is set for August 11, 2008.
