REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

FEBRUARY 11, 2008
REGULAR MEETING
The regular meeting of the Frazee City Council was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Ludtke.  Council members present were Miosek, Ouart, Trieglaff, and Dermody.
Presentation by Ulteig Engineering
Ulteig Engineering was present to give a power point presentation on the upcoming street construction projects of the 2008 Street and Utility Improvements of West Maple Ave and Cedar Ave and the plans for Swift Plant Site Redevelopment and River Drive South.  The proposed Improvements on Cedar Avenue:

· Replace existing 8” VCP sanitary sewer with 8” PVC

· Replace existing sanitary services with 4” PVC and install cleanouts
· Insulate existing water services at discretion of engineer as needed
· New curb and gutter
· New bituminous pavement.  
The proposed Improvements on Maple avenue:

· Replace existing 6” VCP sanitary sewer with 8” PVC

· Replace existing sanitary services with 4” PVC and install cleanouts at the property line
· Replace existing 6” and 4” CIP water-main with 6” PVC 
· Replace all valves and hydrants within the project corridor
· Replace existing water services with 1” copper and new water shut offs to the property line

· New curb and gutter
· New bituminous pavement
Estimated cost of those two projects are, for Cedar, $267,279.00 and for Maple, $266,877.00.  
Proposed improvements for the Swift Plant redevelopment:

· Urban section including mountable curb on both sides
· Parking lot

· Rain gardens adjacent to new parking lot

· Storm-water will be conveyed through a ditch system that will run adjacent to the railroad to a sedimentation basin on River Drive South for treatment
· In coordination with Ottertail Power to implement decorative lighting
· The proposed properties will be able to utilize the existing utility services
Proposed improvements of River Drive South:

· (2) – 11’ driving lanes
· (1) - 6’ wide walking shoulder along the easterly side
· Sidewalk will continue down from Main Avenue along the easterly side of the 

· Road

· Sedimentation basin will be installed for storm-water treatment purposes in correlation with Swift redevelopment.

These two projects cost will be for the Swift Plant and alley, $360,416.00 and for River Drive South, $180,123.00.
Ulteig presented the schedule for the

Questions were entertained by the Ulteig. Lynette Nelson, Maple Ave inquired on the cost of the project.  Chris Thorson of Ulteig stated that the City of Frazee will cover 75% of the cost of utility replacement and 25% of the street work.

Scheduled Nelson had presented the questions during the Ulteig presentation.

Presentation by Kem Embretson and Brianna McAleer of West Central Initiative of their programs.

Consent Agenda
MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Dermody, to approve the consent agenda items as follows:

· Approve the minutes from the January meetings.

· Approve the City bills for payment.
· Approve the Liquor Store bills for payment.

· Gambling permit for the Smokey Hills Chapter for a raffle.

All present in favor, motion carried.

Staff Reports
Ken Miosek provided a Rescue Squad report in absence of Karen Hanson, that included 16 calls and 62 call hours for the month of January.  The squad is at 29 total members and 16 calls year to date.  
Paul Thon, Fire Chief, presented his report.  There were a total of 2 calls in the month of January.  There were 85 call hours and 102 hours of training.  3 individuals made the trip to Sioux Falls to look at the new fire truck. Expected arrival date is the beginning of March.
Larry Stephenson, Public Works Superintendent, reported 3.89 million gallons of water pumped and 3.54 million gallons of wastewater treated during the month of January.
Stephenson reported only 1 frozen service this year.
Mike Lorsung, Chief of Police was unable to attend but left a written report.  
MOTION by Dermody, seconded by Trieglaff to start the training for a police officer to do building inspections.  This would be in coordination with the idea of another full time officer. 

MOTION by Trieglaff, seconded by Dermody that the above request of an addition of another full time officer to work with nuisances, inspections and the school be tabled until Personnel and Financial Committees look over the proposal.  The position may be a shared expense with the school.  
Lorsung has been reviewing the Ordinance Codification reports that have been submitted by Sterling Codifiers.  Sterling Codifiers requested an attorney review of the present gambling ordinance.  Attorney Charles Ramstad recommended the city rescind the old ordinance and replace it with an updated version that is available through the League of Minnesota Cities.  

MOTION by Trieglaff, seconded by Ouart to rescind the current gambling ordinance, making it invalid upon completion and acceptance of the new ordinance.  All present in favor motion carried.
Jonathan Smith, Liquor Store Manager, reported the financials for the municipal liquor store, stated that numbers were up from last year at this time.  On sale, Off Sale and Event Center showed significant increases with the White Pine Room showing a decrease.

MOTION by Dermody, seconded by Ouart for the Proclamation for the Official Gabe Dretsch, Frazee Hometown Day in the city.  That day being February 22th, 2008. (Resolution number 0211-08C) All present in favor, motion carried. 
MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Trieglaff to approve the plans and Specifications and order the advertisement for bids on the 2008 Street and Utility Improvements of Cedar Avenue, and Maple Avenue. (Resolution number 0211-08C) 
MOTION by Miosek, seconded by Ouart to approve the plans and Specifications and order the advertisement for bids on the Street and Utility Improvements the Main Avenue Alley and River Drive (Resolution number 0211-08D) 
Having no further business, meeting was adjourned.
