REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING

JANUARY 14, 2008
Regular Meeting
The regular meeting of the Frazee City Council was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Ludtke.  Council members present were Miosek, Ouart, Trieglaff, and Dermody.

Open Forum
Gale Kaas spoke regarding the upcoming Sled Dog Rendezvous, January 25th and 26th, 2008.  Pointed out the fund raiser following the event at the Event Center starting at 5:30 PM consisting of a soup and sandwich meal following with a dance and open bar. 
Consent Agenda
MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Trieglaff, to approve the consent agenda items as follows:

· Approve the minutes from the December, beginning of January meetings.

· Approve the City bills for payment.
· Approve the Liquor Store bills for payment.

· Gambling permit for the Frazee Sportsman Club.

All present in favor, motion carried.

Staff Reports
Karen Hanson, Rescue Squad, provided the report for the month of December that included 17 calls, 62 call hours, 108 Total Training Hours, and 9 individuals recertified in CPR for the month.  The squad is at 29 total members and 190 calls year to date.  
Paul Thon, Fire Chief, reported 2 calls in the month of December, with a total of 1246 call hours and 1130 training hours for the year 2007.  Thon mentioned the need to rethink the method of advertising for the department.  In the year of 2007 only 3 new members were added with 6 retirees. No new applications were turned in within the allotted time that was stated in the ad, with 2 returned after that deadline.  Request to approve the probationary status of Luke Lundgren to start training immediately. Thon also requests a raise of the benefit to $1200.00 a year for the Relief association from the existing 1000.00 annually allotment. 

MOTION by Miosek, seconded by Ouart to approve that benefit and approve Luke Lundgren as a new volunteer to be placed in a probationary status.  All present in favor, motion carried.  Thon also mentioned the need for more storage space now with the Swift plant going down.  Consideration of the need to build a storage building that could be used for the various departments.
Larry Stephenson, Public Works Superintendent, reported 3.696 million gallons of water pumped and 3.39 million gallons of wastewater treated during the month of December. 

Mike Lorsung, Police Chief, reported 302 calls for the month of December, which bring the year-to-date total to 3330.  Lorsung stated that he has read and edited the Codification manual that was sent to the City of Frazee for approval by Sterling Codifiers.  The city was given 3 months to do the check.  There are some sections that needed to go to the city attorney for their perusal.  
Jonathan Smith, Liquor Store Manager, stated that the heater went out in the White Pine Room. Parts were ordered from Hanson’s Plumbing last week but did not arrive in time to keep the pipes from freezing. Also stated the need to change the cooling system for the walk-in cooler.  It is a water cooled unit that has had another episode of mineral build up in the pipes.  These recurring problems are costly and have been devastating in the past, but was caught earlier this time.  Has only been two years since the last problem so has checked out the possibility of changing over to air cooled.  The bid submitted by Tweeton Refrigeration has come in at 4100.00. 

MOTION by Don, seconded by John to accept that bid. All present in favor, motion carried.  
Smith stated that the work on the Event Center floor has been progressing nicely.  Inventory was done New Years Day with the assistance of Hoffman, from the new city auditor and was off approximately $1000.00. Smith discussed the upcoming Wedding Expo with approximately 200 expected. 
Old Business
Swift Redevelopment Project
Lutdke reported that Stewart Carlton of Blue Earth Environmental is having some problems getting necessary permits from Burlington Railroad.  They have moved in some of the equipment needed for the demolition.  Dave Neisen, Building Inspector will be sending a letter of condemnation to the railway.
New Business
Auditor Contract
MOTION by Dermody, seconded by Trieglaff to sign the agreement with Hoffman, Dale and Swenson as new city auditor.

Public Safety Committee

March 10th deadline was given for Feldt Rentals to have a storm shelter plan submitted and approved.  Completion of the required shelter needs to be done by June Council meeting. 

Organizational Resolution (resolution No. 0114-07A)

MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Dermody to pass the Organizational Resolution No. 0114-07A.  All present in favor, motion carried.  Resolution covers the following:

Rules and Procedures of the City Council, the Frazee Forum was named as the City Newspaper, United Community Bank named as the City Official Depository,  Ouart named as Vice-Mayor, Liquor Store Committee is Ouart and Lutdke, Parks and Rec, Dermody and Miosek, Personnel, Finance and Employee Safety are Ouart and Miosek and Public Safety committee is Dermody and Trieglaff.  Also named in the resolution were the liaisons for various committee and names of appointed members of both the Planning Commission and EDA.  Legal Advisor for the city is Briggs, Ramstad and Skoyles, Audit Service is the newly contracted firm of Hoffman, Dale and Swenson.  The engineering firm retained by Frazee is Ulteig Engineering.  Assessing services appointment is Janis Golkowski, building inspector, Dave Neisen.  Zoning Administrator will be the City Administrator that is as of yet an open position and Assistant Weed inspector will be Public Works Superintendent Larry Stephenson.
