Regular Meeting


The regular meeting of the Frazee City Council was called to order at 7:00 pm by Mayor Ludtke. Council members present were Miosek, Ouart, Trieglaff, and Dermody.





Open Forum


Gary Somerville, 217 Maple Ave. W., addressed his concern about the speed limit on Maple Ave. He stated that since the stop sign has been moved off of maple and on to 2nd st. the speed has increased dramatically in his neighborhood. He doesn't feel that residential streets should be 30mph, rather they should be 20mph, Ludtke noted that years ago that street was 15mph, and maybe it is time to look at this city wide. The Council agreed with Somerville's concern and assured him they will look into it.





Consent Agenda


MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Trieglaff, to approve the consent agenda items as follows:


Approve the minutes from the September 8th, 2008 meeting.


Approve the City claims for payment.


Approve the Liquor Store claims for payment.


Approve a Raffle Permit for November 21St for the Frazee FlyGirls. All present in favor, motion carried.





Staff Reports


Ken Miosek, Frazee Rescue Squad, reported 8 calls for the month of September. One motor vehicle, one fire/medical standby, 6 medical related. Total call hours 36, total training hours 104, and total community hours 48. Total calls year to date are 123, with total hours year to date 1328.





Paul Thon, Frazee Fire Department, reported 7 calls with 2 being auto, 2 mutual aids, 1 for gas line rupture, 1 for a boiler, and 1 report of propane smell on highway. They tested 5 new applicants and have contacted 3 of them, Jason Bauer, David Jopp, and Paul Deline. Motion by Miosek, seconded by Dermody, to accept Jason Bauer, David Jopp, and Paul Deline as new recruits for the Fire Dept. All present in favor, motion carried.





Larry Stephenson, Public Works Superintendent, reported that they found the leak they had been looking for. It bubbled up behind the Condos on Willow Ave., Stephenson speculated that it was leaking approximately 60,000 gallons a day. He also reported 3.04 million gallons were pumped of wastewater; they are going to be taken out this week as well as the sewers are going to be flushed. He also stated they are waiting on Taves to pave the Eagle Lake boat access.

Mike Lorsung, Chief of Police, reported 345 calls for service. The County has installed new speed limit signs on Ct. 29 and Ct. 10. He noted that in order to lower the speed limits in town we may need to have a study or opinion done from the Commissioner of Public Safety. Lorsung will look into what needs to be done.





Jonathan Smith, Frazee Liquor Store Manager, reported on the financials for the 4 entities. They had a very good September with net incomes in 3 of the 4 entities. The White Pine Room had a big expense to fix the elevator. Trieglaff mentioned he had a question from a concerned citizen about the money transfer from the General fund to the Liquor Store fund for the new tills. Smith replied that the transaction was done because the Liquor Store had some upcoming expenditures and were not sure if they would have the amount needed at that time. He reassured the Council that the Liquor Store will pay back the loan and probably more. Smith also made Council aware that the Liquor Store has barred Jeremiah Dahring from the premises for a period of 5 years for his conduct 3 weeks ago. The young man was involved in a fight, where he extensively damaged another persons face, sending him to the ICU in Fargo.





Old Business


Swift Site Progress Report: Smith noted that the paving of the road was supposed to be started today but due to extensive rain in the last week they are running behind. Ludtke mentioned we are still working on developers to occupy the empty space. Ouart asked what the price of the lots were, Ludtke replied that there is not a set price due to the wide array of possibilities there are for the area. He said that it is a little different than having lot prices because it is one giant lot right now and depending on how people want to develop it, reflects the price.





Paul Thon - RWH Specials: Smith started by explaining that with Mr. Thon's specials and CRK management specials, the City would be looking at making up for over $40,000. He mentioned that the way the State financial situation is we may lose our LGA for the rest of this year so we are in no position to grant exceptions on money coming in. Thon asked if there is anything the City or EDA can do to help market the lots and push development because he is not getting any help from the realtors. He knows it will be hard for them since they are trying to develop their own land, but help would be appreciated.





New Business


MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Trieglaff, to have a special meeting for the assessments of Cedar and Maple Street Projects on Oct. 27th, at 6:00pm. All present in favor, motion carried.





MOTION by Trieglaff, seconded by Donna, to approve Ordinance #139 Amending Compensation for Mayor and City Council. All present in favor, motion carried.





Council member reports


Public Safety Committee- Dermody mentioned that they will be looking into the speed limits in town with Chief Lorsung. He also inquired about the Mowers' property and

where we are at with it. Lorsung noted that after the last letter was sent he cleaned the property up, but he has since moved in two cars. These cars have not been there for 30 days so there is not much that can be done. Ludtke noted after the last letter was sent, that was the best that property has looked in 7 years. Lorsung also noted that if the problems arise again there will be more effort with the County and City of Detroit Lakes to abate all properties.





Planning Commission- Smith presented the Council with an Ordinance regulating biofuel burners from Lake Park. He stated that the Commission would like to adopt this Ordinance with one change to the use period. He noted that this is an ordinance that was drafted by our City Attorney and we should be able to have the first hearing next month.





Personnel Committee- Ouart stated that there were not many things happening. The last meeting they were able to look at some finances and everything seemed to be alright.





EDA- Ludtke stated that there is talk about developing a new Industrial Park. He has been in contact with Skip Carpenter and he would be willing to help with the development of a "green" Industrial Park. Ludtke also mentioned that the Potter House has been demolished and the EDA would be looking to purchase that property. Dermody stated that there is a Thrift Store in the works and they may be approaching the EDA for some input.





Sesquicentennial Committee- Dermody informed that the Sesqui Committee is doing well financially and they are planning a Talent Showcase at the Event Center, either Nov. 11 or 13th





Clerk/Treasurer Report


Smith made note that he will be meeting with Traci Ryan and Kelcey Klemm to analyze and go over the bonds. He will be working on the final budget for the year.





There will be a Special Meeting October 27th, 6:00pm. Next regular meeting is set for November 10th, 7:00pm.
