PUBLIC HEARING ON THE PROPOSED ASSESSMENTS FOR
CEDAR AVENUE WEST AND MAPLE AVENUE WEST

SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING
October 27, 2008

Public Hearing -- Proposed Assessments for Cedar and Maple Avenues West
A public hearing on the proposed assessments for Cedar Ave. W and Maple Ave. W was called to order at 6:18p.m. by Mayor Ludtke. Council members present were Miosek, Ouart, Trieglaff, and Dermody.

Mayor Ludtke read aloud an introduction and order of how the hearing will be run.

City Engineer Aaron Lauinger provided an overview of the project which included reconstruction of Cedar Ave. W from Fifth St. NW to Third St. NW and Fourth St. NW from Birch Ave. to Cedar Ave. Also, the project included the reconstruction of Maple Ave. from Lake St. S. to the Frazee Care Center Entrance. The City is paying for 75% of the sanitary sewer main and water main reconstruction, as well as 25% of the street reconstruction. Water and sewer service lines will be assessed 100%.

City Clerk Jonathan Smith stated that the terms of the assessments are at 6% interest over 15 years.

Traci Sternberg, property owner, was present to ask for clarification on how the front footage was determined on a corner lot. Lauinger answered that she was only assessed for the footage that was facing the road since there was no work done on the side of her lot. Sternberg than asked who can she talk to about the replacement of her front steps because they were taken out and the sidewalk was sloped instead. Lauinger answered that he would be available to discuss it after the meeting.

Jim and Lynette Nelson, property owners, were present asking for a breakdown for the two streets, so they could compare the percentages that were paid by the City to each Street. Lauinger stated that it was up to the Council to decide whether or not they wanted the costs broken down. After a brief explanation of how the costs were assessed by Lauinger, Ludtke noted that we can not make a decision on that at this time. Mr. Nelson asked why the cost of the project went from the projected $96 per foot to $104 per foot. Lauinger replied that the change came from how the Contractor allotted his costs. The majority of the Contractor's cost came from the bituminous and since the residents were assessed 75% of that cost, the assessed amount went up. Mr. Nelson then asked for clarification of how the assessed percentage is determined. Mr. Lauinger noted that it is ultimately decided by the Council. Mr. Nelson asked about the life of a street and noted some other ways that the assessments could be divided up among the community as a

whole. Lauinger stated that street life is 20 years. Mr. Nelson stated that he had been trying to get facts on this project for months and wasn't able to obtain them until a couple weeks ago.

Ed Jutz, Catholic Church, asked whether the assessment on the parking lot of the church is the same as a private lot. Lauinger stated that the ideology behind assessing the front footage is that they would not get service if it wasn't for that section.

Having no additional public comment, the public hearing was closed. SPECIAL MEETING

The October 27`h Special Meeting of the City Council was called to order Mayor Ludtke at 6:48pm. Members present were Ouart, Miosek, Trieglaff, and Dermody. Item to be considered is Resolution 1027-08 adopting assessments for the Cedar and Maple Ave. street projects.

Ludtke read the resolution but first wanted to discuss if we should go ahead with the breakdown of Cedar and Maple Ave. to show the City costs on each.

MOTION by Trieglaff, seconded by Dermody, to have Ulteig, at no cost, breakdown the costs for each street. All present in favor, motion carried.

Dermody asked why the costs were not broke down and ready for this meeting. Lauinger stated that typically for projects like this, they are put together to get a better price on materials and labor. Originally they were separated but because the bids were awarded to the same contractor they became lumped into one project.

MOTION by Ouart, seconded by Trieglaff, to approve Resolution #1027-08 Adopting Assessments for Cedar Avenue West and Maple Avenue West. All present in favor, motion carried.

Having no further discussion, meeting adjourned at 6:48pm. Attest,
